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Making Money With Your Website
There are a variety of ways to make money with your zoomshare website. The majority of them require that you have some knowledge of HTML so that you can embed their images/links/etc. into your pages. There are a number of free HTML tutorials available online which can help you to learn how to use the HTML editor of your web site.

To access the HTML editor, click the letters HTML in the tool bar of your Web Page Editor:

Okay, that all said, let’s get on with learning how to generate revenue from your web site…..
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Shopping Cart:

If you’ve got goods to sell you should consider using the Zoomshare Shopping Cart. This allows your visitors to place orders for your products securely. For only $6.95 per month, you can offer your wares. You can set the shipping costs and the payment methods, and 
you don’t need to know HTML! However, the shopping cart does not come with a merchant account, nor does it link to any existing merchant accounts. Merchant accounts allow you to process payments automatically but they are often quite expensive and sometimes difficult to get. Our shopping cart feature allows you to sell your goods without the hassle of a merchant account. Additionally, our shopping cart links up with PayPal so your users can pay you using their PayPal service. 
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Affiliate Programs:

An affiliate program is a revenue sharing program that pays you, the website owner, to host ads on your website to drive traffic to their advertisers. You might run banner ads for companies like Sharper Image, ShutterFly or ProFlowers. Depending upon the agreement you make with your affiliate, you may receive payment for the visitors who click through to the advertisers’ site or you may receive a portion of the income when a visitor makes a purchase on the advertisers’ site. 
To qualify for certain affiliate programs you may have to provide the company with information about your web site and the kind of traffic it receives. You may want to consider an upgrade to the Zoomshare Plus service which provides a Site Traffic Analyzer. Some may ask you for proof in some form or they may just take your best guess. Many affiliate programs will review your web site to ensure that the contents of your site are in keeping with their image. So you may need to ensure that you are not using foul language or anything too graphic as they may reject your web site. 
Typically, each affiliate program offers differing campaigns for their various advertisers. Often, you can select the style, size and color of their ads to make sure they are in keeping with your web site’s color scheme or design. Certain affiliate programs even provide you with a list of the companies you can advertise on your web site, so you can pick and choose the ones you think will cater best to your visitors. For example, if your web site is about Siamese Cats, you may not want to run ads for ProFlowers. Instead, you can opt to run ads for PetSmart. Make sure when selecting the ads that you select what you think would appeal to your audience. The ads won’t do you much good if no one is clicking on them!
